Thanks firstly to the Committee and Club for inviting me again to this great show and secondly to my steward Grace Wylde for all her tireless help on the day.

RED SELF KITTEN: 1 & BOB  WHEELWRIGHT’S KRISESKRITTER LADYINRED (4) F 22 08 08.  Wide head with tiny ears neatly set low on skull.  Fractionally bumpy skull but not unduly so.  Wonderful deep copper round eyes, still a little muddy but clearing to excellent depth of colour.  Wide face and firm chin.  Good short nose and defined stop.  Teeth slightly undershot.  Cobby, well proportioned body and short legs with tufted paws.  Full brush.  Coat yet to mature as shady overall with paler red kitten coat especially on ruff and underneath tummy.  Ghost tabby markings at present on kitten coat which was wispy, soft textured and medium length.  Super little girl.

AC RADIUS MALE: 1  BRITTLETON’S CH LADYGEM PICASO (12A2) M 24 04 07.  Very handsome blue and white bicolour male adult.  Round wide head with ears disappearing into skull.  Huge orange eyes, round and brilliant.  Broad nose with deep break.  Teeth marginally undershot.  Cobby body with huge paws and wee short tail in proportion to body.  Medium to blue patches, large patch over right ear and spreading over forehead with tiny patch over left forehead.  Small blue patch on left lower back, full blue tail.  White is pristine and clear.  Very soft coat, well separated and in super condition.  A beautiful exhibit.

AC RADIUS FEMALE:  1  SOUTHALL’S PETINDERAL PRETTYMISS (13) F 25 09 07.  Blue cream female adult.  Lover round head with good width between neat ears.  Tiny nose and nose leather.  Lovely deep copper eyes.  Level bite and firm chin.  Surprisingly heavy frame for such a feminine cat with close coupled body and neat rounded paws.  Fully furnished tail.  Blue and cream nicely intermingled, slight shadiness on back and small cream patch over right eye.  Medium length coat very well presented and soft in texture.  2  HAYCOCKS CH TAMOSAH CHABLIS (10) F 04 08 04.  A chinchilla lady who ran the winner close.  Round smooth skull with very neat tiny ears shaped well into the contour of the head.  Broad medium length brick coloured nose with outlining.  Huge aqua coloured eyes that dominate her face, and well outlined.  Excellent level bite, slightly weak muzzle.  Good body weight and full medium length brush to finish.  Nice pale tipping with white undercoat, just a little coarse textured on back and tail, but sparkling effect overall to her long flowing coat.

AC VISITORS MALE:  1  WRIGHTS CH HERRAFARESIAH MRBOJANGLES (3) M 24 05 05.  Blue adult male.  Very broad top of head and ears held low on smooth skull.  Wide snub nose with large nostrils and good break.  Level bite with firm chin.  Short legs on heavy, cobby body and amply furnished tail in proportion.  Super full ruff.  Coat of medium blue in colour, sound to roots and well separated.  Soft texture to medium length flowing coat.  Excellent preparation.  This very handsome boy was a credit to his owner.  2  WYATT’S CH AMZENI EYESTOTHELEFT (70 1) M 16 02 07.  Black exotic male adult.  Excellent wide head with well placed ears on smooth skull.  Short broad nose with wide nostrils and deep stop.  Big round copper eyes. marginally undershot bite, wide cheeks.  Heavy body on short chunky legs and thick short tail.  Dense black coat, plush and soft textured, almost sound to roots.  Excellent temperament on this lovely boy.  3  OAKES’ JENZJEWELS ZACHARIE (1) M 16 05 08.  Again, ran very close for the second place exhibit.  Black male adult.  Ears held wide apart on wide head.  Super round skull and face.  Big bold orange eyes.  Short snub nose with large nostrils.  Level bite, full wide cheeks.  Very heavy muscled body standing on chunky legs.  Full furnished tail.  Excellent dense black coat virtually sound to roots and glossy.  Slight shadiness underneath.  Well prepared soft coat with some guard hairs which made the coat a little coarser to back and tail.  Fabulous boy.  

AC VISITORS FEMALE:  1  PRESTIDGE’S UK GR CH JAZZYCATS BELIEVE IN MAGIC (13b7) F 02 10 02.  Outstanding cream point colourpoint female adult.  Broad head with neatly placed furnished ears.  Huge deep blue eyes, round and full, wee snub nose and good defined stop, nice sized nose leather and nostrils.  Excellent level bite and firm muzzle.  Cobby body standing on short legs and short tail in proportion.  All points a good pale cream and matching and with creamy white body colour.  Full soft coat, finished with expert preparation.  2  DAY’S GR CH DAYZEE SUMTHINSPECIAL (12 1) F 22 05 07.  Very pretty dominant tortie white female adult.  Round head and face, small ears placed low on skull.  Round copper eyes, snub nose with petite nose leather, good nostril size.  Level bite and firm chin.  Surprisingly heavy girl with super short thick legs and paws. Full flowing tail.  Sparkling white patches to head, rich red and dense black patches of two over right eye, 1 over left eye.  Lovely white clear bib and red chin.  Both red and black on lower back, and tail. White to legs.  Texture soft and well separated.  Super sweet temperament.  3  DAVIES’ MIDLANDER MAKING RIPPLES (70 11) F 01 03 08.

AC LIMIT MALE:  1  PLATEK’S KHANATE ACHILLES (70 12a 1t) M 01 06 08.  Golden exotic male kitten.  Super well grown kitten.  Round head with tiny well positioned ears.  Wonderful enormous eyes of blue/green still changing colour with outlining.  Bite marginally undershot with top teeth a little concave.  Nose outlined and brick coloured, good nostrils.  Muscular body already, balanced by thick tail and sturdy legs.  Ghost tabby markings on tipped seal coat with apricot undercoat, paler on chest and stomach.  Plush soft coat to this sweet boy.

AC SELF BREEDERS:  1  COX’S SSAFASEC DAGWOOD BUMSTEAD (5) MN 21 06 07.  Cream male neuter.  Massive masculine head with small ears fitting well into contour of head.  Wide face dominated by big copper eyes.  Good broad nose and deep stop.  Level bite and firm chin.  Very good size and weight and in excellent condition with fully furnished tail.  Thick legs and large rounded paws.  Long soft coat well groomed.  Coat was medium cream, a little unsound and shady overall, paler at roots and with some hotter guard hairs on back and tail.  A big handsome gentleman with a laid back personality.

AC SELF NOT BRED BY EXH:  1  TAYLOR’S IMP GR PR LAFREBELLA ESPRIT (2a) MN 15 04 03. Orange eyed white male neuter.  Excellent wide head and well positioned ears held wide apart.  Large round orange eyes, short nose with good stop.  Fractionally undershot bite, firm chin.  Very heavy muscular body on thick legs and with short broad brush.  Long flowing coat free of shading and super white.  Soft textured thick full coat.  This boy was very well groomed considering the thickness of his coat and had a wonderful temperament.  2  JOHNSTON’S PR SSAFASEC THUNDER (3) MN 06 06 07.  Blue male neuter.  Broad head with wide apart ears, held a little high on head.  Excellent round orange eyes when he opened them.  Short wide nose and break.  Good level bite.  Very good size and weight with chunky legs and wide rounded paws.  Fully furnished tail.  Coat pale to medium blue in colour.  Long coat shady in places on back, flanks and tail and paler at roots.  Soft texture to his perfectly groomed coat.

AV PERSIAN CAT/KITT OR NEUTER BORN IN JUNE:  1  EDWARDS’ GR CH & PR DELAVALE SWEETDREAMS (12a7) FN 25 06 02.  Cream & white bi colour female neuter.  Very wide head with tiny ears disappearing into round skull.  Large round orange eyes.  Snub nose with small nose leather and nostrils.  Level bite, firm cream coloured chin.  Lovely pale cream patches over head and on down to chest with white necklace.  White large inverted chevron on face over nose and cheeks.  Generously proportioned girl standing on thick sturdy limbs and with tiny full flowing tail.  Excellent long free flowing coat, soft textured, well separated and prepared.  

AV PERSIAN/SLH ADULT, KITT OR NEUTER:  1  KEMP’S GR PR SHANDATAL IMABLUE TIGER (13c12) MN 29 03 01.  Blue tabby point Birman male neuter.  Good rounded skull and ears with excellent width between.  Slight dip in profile of nose.  Super blue colour to almost round eyes.  Level bite, firm chin.  Blue tabby markings evident on all points including ‘M’ to mask and tail ringed with beige agouti background.  Spectacle markings evident on face and lovely brick pink nose leather.  Big muscular conformation, with medium length bushy tail.  Silky textured bluish white coat.  Good almost matching gloves and gauntlets.  Sweet gentleman.

AC PERSIAN NEUTER:  1  WHITE’S IMP GR CH & IMP GR PR MARDIGRAS THECANDY MANCAN (12a7) MN 07 03 05.  Cream & white male neuter.  Huge frame with head to match and ears well apart on wide skull.  Large luminous copper eyes.  Slightly untidy but level bite.  Wee short nose with deep break, cream chin.  Massive body with thickset legs and super full cream tail with a few hotter guard hairs present.  Pale to medium cream patches to shoulders, lower back and over head extending down over forehead.  Very long coat which was powder puff soft and expertly prepared.  A superb boy.     2  STANAWAY’S CH & GR PR BUNCHILLIE MRBOJANGLES (51d) MN 25 06 04.  Cream shaded cameo male neuter.  Good top of head with well positioned ears.  Short nose with good stop.  Large bold orange eyes.  Undershot bite, chin could be a little stronger for perfection.  Cobby bodied boy standing on firm legs, full brush.  Excellent pale cream contrasts overall to his soft coat with light cream undercoat.  Full mantle and ruff.  Coat was full and flowing and had been well prepared and separated.   3  LEWIS’ PR BUNCHILLE SILVERLINING (6a) MN 04 06 04.
