
South Western Counties Cat Club 26.09.09 – Lyn Hudson

OPEN – BLUE KITTEN: 1 & BOB ASHMAN’S SHAHRIVAR BLUE CELEBRITY (3) M 07 05 09.  Little blue male kitten.  Ears standing a little high narrowing his top of head, his ears needing to drop with maturity.  Round eyes with orange coming in but still at the muddy stage now.  Medium length nose, good sized nose leather.  Slight muzzle pinch due to teething.  Marginally undershot bite.  Surprisingly heavy for his frame, standing on short legs and balanced by medium length feathered tail.  Medium to pale coat, soft textured and wispy kitten coat.  Has a shady temperature bar extending about a quarter of the length of the hair shaft.  A sweet boy and one that should flourish when mature.  2  SWINSCOW’S KIRKFORD BLUE SULTAN (3) M 11 06 09.  Blue male kitten.  Round head and face with well positioned ears.  Short broad nose and nostrils, defined stop. Good orange eyes, full and round, slight staining underneath eyes and on front paws.  Left top canine is out of alignment coming in front of bottom canine, but he is teething badly.  Good chunky square body, very thick legs and paws with short tail.  Showing prominent temperature mark today about third of length of hair shaft.  Coat soft and pale blue, although quite shady overall.  A promising kitten to look out for.
AC PERSIAN JUN AD:  1  JENKINS’ LOMORAS PANACHE (12 1) F 04 05 08.  Black tortie and white bicolour female adult.  Very showy.  Nice rounded head and good ear set.  Snub nose with good broad break, excellent sized nose leather and nostrils.  Lovely deep copper eyes.  Excellent level bite.  Short coupled body on short legs, balanced by full plumy red and black tail.  All legs predominantly white.  Spots of red on back, top left of head and underneath right ear with black thumb print under left ear.  Her coat was super soft and super white.  Very good show condition and preparation.  Well done.    2  OSMOND & CALVAGNA’S POPUP PINUP-GIRL (70 12a6t) F 06 10 08.   Tortie tabby and white exotic female adult. Lovely wide top of head and ears fitting well into contour of skull.  Short broad nose and exaggerated stop, pink nose leather.  Round deep orange eyes.  Level bite.  Cobby compact girl with very thick blunt short tail.  Patches of white were spotless, rich red patches on left back and right front paw and face.  Brown tabby marking on left of face and over head.  Two colours in ringed tail.  Coat was plush and standing away from body.  A super girl.  3  AMBLER’S CH TYTHERTON RALPH LAUREN (12a5) M 25 05 08.
AC PERSIAN SEN AD:  1  HOWES’ GR CH HONEYMIST WHITE ALPINEROSE (2a) F 10 02 07. Orange eyed white female adult.  Excellent wide head with neat ears set well apart on head.  Deep copper eyes.  Short snub nose with broad break.  Excellent level bite.  Cobby short coupled body and short tail.  Coat not at its best today and lacking undercoat due to seasonal moulting but super white with every hair separated.  Coarser guard hairs to back, flanks and tail.  Good temperament and handled well.   2  BRAY & GRIGGS’ CH KASHIMA TRULYMADLYDEEPLY (70 15) F 30 03 07. Black exotic female adult.  Small round feminine head on frame to match, ears set far apart on skull.  Neat snub nose and defined stop.  Deep copper eye colour, slightly oblique eye shape.  Level bite.  Short thick tail balances body.  Intense black coat, of correct length, plush and sound to roots.  3  HENDERSON’S CH TUFFTYBEE DESTINY’S CHILD (12 1) F 17 06 07.
AC PERSIAN RADIUS AD:  1  BRAY & GRIGGS’ CHARBONNELLA YEAHBUTNOBUT (70 1) F 04 08 08.  Black exotic female adult.  Good width to head, with neat ears.  Tiny snub nose and good stop.  Big copper eyes.  Bite level, full cheeks and firm chin.  Feminine, dainty body shape with head still needing to broaden and catch up in proportion, and little legs and paws.  Medium length tail.  Good black silky coat, plush texture but just a little shadiness at roots today.  A nice girl who should mature well.  2  BARGE’S RIGNOLLA WOLFIE (12a1t) M 14 08 08.  Brown tabby and white bicolour male adult.  Very large round head, neat ears set well apart on skull. Large orange eyes, short broad nose with good stop.  Good bite.  Large chunky boy, thick legs and large rounded paws.  Mostly coloured body with full white collar.  Small irregular white patch running from forehead, across and down nose, into muzzle and cheeks.  White on chest and legs, small patches on back. Black tabby markings evident on face, head, back and barred legs with diffused markings on full tail.  Warm sable agouti ground colour.  Coat felt dry with a little coarseness.
AC PERSIAN VISITORS AD:  1  AMBLER’S CH TYTHERTON RALPH LAUREN (12a5) M 25 05 08.  Red and white bicolour male adult.  Wide head and face with big round orange eyes of super deep colour, spaced well apart.  Good ear set.  Very broad nose and break.  Level bite.  Massive body standing on suitably chunky legs and full red tail.  Predominantly white body with red patches on both ears and forehead, and small patches on back and shoulder.  White patch runs from top of head and down over nose and chin to super white chest.  All white was sparkling.  Fabulous profuse soft coat.  An exquisite boy.   2  REES’ POPUP GO GOGO JOSEPH (12a5) M 07 10 08).  Red and white bicolour male adult.  Very nice top of head with ears well positioned on round skull.  Large orange eyes, short nose with deep defined break. Bite marginally undershot.  Rich red patches over head and side of cheeks, under right eye, over nose with on left of muzzle.  Larger patch over back.  Square cobby body on short legs and with plumy tail.  3  HOWES’ CH HONEYMIST EDANA (8e) F 12 04 07.

AC PERSIAN DEB KITT:  1  HENRY’S CALLYMICHANTI IGGLE PIGGLE (12a2) F 27 05 09.  Very pretty blue and white bicolour female kitten.  Nice wide head, ears coming down well with ear fronds.  Good round orange eyes still developing colour.  Tiny neat nose and firm break.  Bite a little untidy but still teething and acceptably level.  Pale blue coat with large blue patches over back and coloured tail.  Full white collar, white inverted chevron from forehead and over nose and chin.  Very soft textured coat.  White clear and clean. Well proportioned body and wee short tail.  Well prepared young baby.  2  LOVESY’S PERSILUS RENATA (12a1) F 22 02 09.  Black and white bicolour female kitten.  Rounded smooth skull with well placed ears.  Snub nose, firm stop.  Orange eyes marginally deep set.  Slightly undershot bite.  Lovely dense black patch unbroken over back and tail with patches of colour also on head and forehead and extending down into cheeks.  Inverted chevron of white from forehead down nose and into muzzle and chin.  White was sparkling and coat soft textured.  A chunky well grown kitten, standing square on thick sturdy legs and with wee brush to balance.  Unlucky to meet the winner of the winner as she was beautiful.   3  SWINSCOW’S KIRKFORD BLUE SULTAN (3) M 11 06 09.

AC PERSIAN NOVICE KITT:  1  WILSON’S TYTHERTON WHAT’S NOT TOLOVE (12a2t) M 13 05 09.  Blue tabby and white bicolour male kitten.  Nicely rounded skull, good ear set.  Wide face dominated by large round orange eyes still changing colour.  Short nose with large leather and nostrils and deep stop.  Excellent level bite.  Tabby expression in pale blue patches over ears and head, forehead and spreading down over sides of cheeks.  All limbs with some patches of colour, patches on back and short full coloured and ringed tail.  Inverted chevron of white on forehead, over nose and down into cheeks and chin.  Well developed young man with very soft flowing coat, expertly prepared.  Very showy kitten.  2  ASHMAN’S SHAHRIVAR BLUE CELEBRITY (3) M 07 05 09.  
AC PERSIAN NON-BREEDERS NEUT:  1  DASHWOOD’S PR PETITEPAWS APOLLO (70 1) MN 23 05 08.  Black exotic male neuter.  Round head and skull with neat ears.  Good copper eye colour.  Short snub nose with defined stop, nice sized nose leather and nostrils.  Marginally undershot bite.  Dense black coat, plush and silky, standing away from body.  Cobby muscular body ending with short thick tail.     2  EVANS’ PERADON ACADEMY AWARD (8) MN 15 07 05.  Brown classic tabby male neuter.  Massive head with feathered ears well apart on skull.  Huge round orange eyes.  Very large face with excellent broad nose and firm stop. Level bite, strong chin.  Chunky body with thick legs.  Warm rich sable ground with tabby markings evident on head, diffused a little on full coat which was long and soft.  Just a few stray coarse hairs to back and flanks. Barring on legs and wee short bushy tail.  3  STANBRIDGE’S GR PR LEEROMAX JAYCEE (50b) MN 12 02 02.

AC PERSIAN SEN NEUT:  1  EVANS’ PERADON ACADEMY AWARD (8) MN 15 07 05.  As before.
AC PERSIAN VET NEUT:  1  STANBRIDGE’S GR PR LEEROMAX JAYCEE (50b) MN 12 02 02.  Chocolate male neuter.  Massive neutered boy.  Huge wide top of head, with well positioned ears.  Large round eyes of very pale orange.  Broad nose with super full leather and large nostrils.  Bite appears level as there are teeth missing.  Broad face and muzzle.  Massive muscular body, standing on huge thick legs and with short full tail.  Lovely rich dark brown coat, slight burnishing on back but well groomed and soft textured. A true veteran.
AV BRITISH, FOREIGN OR BURMESE AD, KITT OR NEUT:  1RICE’S BOUNTIFUL JOEBLACK (33a36) M 25 12 08.  Black smoke devon rex.  Flat skull with short wide wedge, wide set large rounded ears.  Large oval yellow green eyes.  Firm muzzle, fairly good chin and short nose with moderately good stop.  Crinkled whiskers.  Short dense soft coat with excellent rexing.  Surprisingly muscular body standing on long legs with elegant paws.  A lovely boy, I loved him.   2  MILLER’S VISATACHE ENCHANTED AMIA (30a) M 22 02 08. Black silver spotted British male adult.  Very unhappy to come out of pen, therefore we had a limited view of this boy.  I gave him the benefit of the doubt due to his wonderful spotty coat.  Round head with neat ears, sitting well on skull.  Rounded face and full cheeks. Short broad straight nose.  Large round hazel eyes.  Level bite.  Strong muscular body and legs, medium length thick ringed tail.  His short crisp coat was well spotted, dense black on silver ground colour.   3  COLLINS’ CH CURLU PIPER (79L40 4)F 01 09 08.

AV ORIENTAL, SIAMESE OR BALINESE AD, KITT OR NEUT:  1  LLOYD’S RIDESTAR AFRICAN VIOLET (61dt) F 29 03 09.  Red tabby point Balinese female kitten.  Good wedge with straight profile, fine muzzle, firm chin and level bite.  Large ears with excellent width at base.  Eyes of deep blue, oriental in shape.  Strong lithe body, elegant long legs and fairly long plumy, tapering tail.  Super medium length silky coat lying flat.  Bright red tabby points and warm white body colour.  Markings evident on face and diffused rings on tail with faint barring on legs. A super exhibit.  2  LLOYD’S RIDESTAR SOLOMONS SEAL (61ft) M 29 03 09.  Cream tabby point Balinese male kitten. Long wide wedge with large wide set ears.  Good straight profile, level bite.  Oriental shaped deep blue eyes.  Strong supple muscular body with medium length plumy faintly ringed tail.  Warm cream tabby points on creamy white body colour.  Super silky coat of excellent length and close lying.  Ran the winner close.  3  SHARP-POPPLE’S CH DENSON LOUISIANA (29) F 31 08 07.

AV PERSIAN AD, KITT OR NEUT:  1  LOVESY’S PERSILUS RENATA (12a1) F 22 02 09.   As before.  2  EVANS’ PERADON ACADEMY AWARD (8) MN 15 07 05.  As before.  3  WILTSHIRE’S SHOU CENTENNIAL (8) M 01 05 08.

BORN IN MAY OR JUNE:  1  BEWES’ PR CHIYORI PHOENIX (13c4) MN 18 06 03.  Lilac point Birman male neuter.  Strong head with ears well spaced apart.  Good blue eye colour to almost round eyes, medium length nose with slight dip in profile.  Firm chin.  Excellent pale pink/grey matching points and magnolia body colour.  Big bodied boy balanced by thick paws and lovely bushy tail.  Almost matching gloves and gauntlets.  Soft silky textured coat.  A handsome male.  2  SWARTE’S CH SIMISOLA KYMIRA (13c11) M 29 05 06.  Seal tabby point Birman male neuter.  Medium sized ears on marginally small rounded skull.  Lovely blue eye colour and shape.  Level bite.  Excellent well muscled body.  Good seal tabby markings on his thick silky textured coat, ground colour warm beige.  Barring evident on paws and tabby markings on face, diffused on medium length bushy tail. Gloves and gauntlets well matched.
